Faculty of Economics and Administrative Sciences covers the Common Core Program of
Economics and Administrative Sciences as well as the undergraduate programs of the
Departments of Economics, Business Administration and Political Science and International
Relations.

Faculty of Architecture covers the undergraduate programs of Industrial Design, Interior
Architecture and Environmental Design, Architecture and City and Regional Planning
Departments.

Faculty of Engineering covers the undergraduate programs of the Computer Engineering,
Electrical and Electronics Engineering, Industrial Engineering, Civil Engineering, and
Mechanical Engineering Departments in addition to the Common Core Program of Engineering.
On the other hand, students are directly admitted to the undergraduate program of the Department
of Software Engineering.
